The
AG thus differs from desktop-to-desktop
tools that focus on individual
communication.

AG is now used at over 200 institutions
worldwide. Each institution has one or more
AG nodes that contain high-end audio and
visual technology to provide a high-quality
user experience.

2004 when Professor Carole Goble (University of
Manchester) presented on the myGrid UK e-Science
project.
